PTA Art Angels Coordinator 

Overview:  Assist the Art teachers with providing aesthetic experiences for the children by displaying their artwork in the school halls and via the art angles bulletin boards.

Ongoing

· Attend the PTA meetings.

· Coordinators will make & maintain direct contact with the Art Department teachers

August

· The Coordinator will contact the volunteers once the volunteer coordinator has given the Art Angels Coordinator their names and contact info.  The coordinator will organize the schedule of the Art Angels in coordination with the Art Teacher’s needs.

· The primary roles of the Art Angels will be 

· Maintaining the Bulletin board outside of the Art room.  This board can be used to display artwork and information of famous artists or art genres.  It can also be used as a place to list information about current child- friendly art exhibits and opportunities to study art.  The art teacher will review what the Art Angels chose to put up to make sure it is age and content appropriate.    

· Aid with portfolio construction for students in the fall.

· Help display artwork, remove displayed art work and prepare it to be sent home

· Help with occasional prep-work and projects 

· If feasible, a brief write up on what is on display on the board can be given to the art teacher and she can pass it out to the class, so they can discuss it with parents when they get home.  Again, that needs final approval from the art teacher before it is passed out.
Ongoing: As needed to provide event updates, attend PTA meetings and/or submit written report to be read into PTA minutes. Attendance at PTA meetings outside of providing event updates is always encouraged, however not required.
